· to give education that protects, improves, introduces and
comprises our national cultural values

· to help students acquire the concepts and habits of collective
living, supporting, helping, working and organizing collectively

· to provide opportunities that shall ensure acquisition of
professions in line with the economic development and
employment policy

· to teach balanced nutrition and a healthy life style
· to teach people from various professions the knowledge and skills

they need to improve themselves
· to provide the habit of using one's free time in a useful way .



TURKISH LANGUAGE

· Turkish is a language spoken by 65ï85 million people worldwide,
predominantly in Turkey, with smaller communities of speakers in
Cyprus, Bulgaria, Greece and Eastern Europe, as well as by several
million immigrants in Western Europe, particularly Germany,
making it the most commonly spoken of the Turkic languages .

· The roots of the language can be traced to Central Asia, with the
first written records dating back nearly 1,200 years . The Turkish
language was expanded to the west by the Ottoman s. In 1928 , as
one of Atat urk's Reforms in the early years of the new Turkish
Republic, the Ottoman script was replaced with a phonetic variant
of the Latin alphabet .

· The distinctive characteristics of Turkish are vowel harmony and
extensive agglutination . The basic word order of Turkish is Subject
Object Verb .



TURKISH LANGUAGE TEACHING

In 1980 ôsby the collapse of Soviet Union cultural and

educational cooperation started with other Turkic
Nationalities, like Azerbaijan, Khazakistan, etc . This
cooperation made it necessary to teach Turkish as a
foreign Language . Tomer and other private/public
institutions established to teach Turkish as a Foreign
language .



TOMER

·T¥MERTurkish and Foreign Languages Research and
Application Centre was founded in 1984 as a part of Ankara
University for the purpose of teaching Turkish to foreigners ;
such leading language and culture associations as the British
Council, Goethe Institut, Cervantes and Alliance Fran­aise
were taken as models . In the 1980 s, T¥MERstood as the first
and only institution to teach Turkish as a foreign language .
T¥MERtook the Turkish language, already spoken worldwide,
as a ñprojectòand supported the teaching of Turkish as a
foreign language so that this field could be based on an
academic basis .

The history of foreign language teaching in 
Turkey.

· Ottoman :

This period covers the period starting with the foundation of the
Ottoman Empire in 1299 and end with the declaration of republic in
1923 .

Before the Reforms in 1839 there were two types of schools .

Local schools : These schools were ordinary primary schools
including religius education . The important foreign language was
Arabic .

Enderun schools : These were palace school and Arabic, French
were taught in these schools .

After the reforms in 1839 Ottomans changed their route to the
west . Military schools, Schools of Medicine and High Schools were
founded . French became the main foreign language .

· Republic :

· Ottoman schools closed and new education system started . Arabic and
Persian no longer used . German, French and English are the major foreign
langages that are taught as foreign languages .

· We have different types of school providing foreign language education :

· Normal foreign language education

· Turkish Private schools providing education with a foreign language .

WHICH APPROACH TO COURSE 
DESIGN SHOULD WE ADOPT?

Given the fact that in recent years, the shift has moved from
more teacher -centred approaches to more learner and
learning -centred approaches, process -oriented approaches to
curriculum design should be adopted . The basic theoretical
hypothesis in process -oriented approaches is that underlying
any language behaviour are certain skills and strategies which
the learners use in order to comprehend or produce discourse .
The learning situation is important since learners become
aware of their abilities and potential in the learning situation .
Understanding how learning takes place is also important
because it motivates learners to tackle with target language
tasks on their own even after the end of the course which leads
to learner autonomy (independence) .



THE MOST COMMON USED 
METHODS

THE COMMUNICATIVE APPROACH :

The basic premises of this approach are the following :

· Focus on all of the components of communicative competence, not
only grammatical or linguistic competence

· Engaging learners in the pragmatic, functional use of language for
meaningful purposes

· Viewing fluency and accuracy as complementary principles
underpinning communicative techniques

· Using the language in unrehearsed contexts



THE MOST COMMON USED METHODS

·Content and Language Integrated Learning :

CLIL has been accepted by the members of the

European Union and will be implemented in member
countries by 2010 . CLIL refers to any dual - focused
educational context in which a foreign language is used
as a medium in teaching and learning of non - language
content . This approach can be implemented in differing
ways depending on the age - range and location of
learners .



THE SYLLABUS USED IN FOREIGN 
LANGUAGE TEACHING

A complete syllabus specification will include all aspects : structures,
functions, situations, topics, skills, tasks . Since the aim is to promote the
learnerôsability to use the language correctly and appropriately, all types
of syllabuses can be integrated by bringing the strengths all of them
together . In fact when this is the case, we can talk about using mixed
syllabus . The mixed syllabus have elements taken from the
grammatical/structural syllabus (grammatical structures), the situational
syllabus (the context in which interaction occurs), the topical/theme -
based syllabus, the notional/ functional (communicative) syllabus (Usage
/ Notions + Syntactic structure and Use/ Functions in Coherent
Discourse), the procedural/task -based syllabus (tasks that are relevant
to the real world language needs of the student) and the skills -based
syllabus (language or study/academic skills) .



WHAT ARE THE LANGUAGE
TEACHING MATERIALS?

Language teaching materials come in three different categories :
course material, supplementary materials, and additional
materials .

Course material is usually the course book prepared for the
learner . Course books play an important role in language
classrooms where a foreign language is taught because course
books often control the instruction as teachers and learners tend
to rely heavily on them .

Good course books usually come in kits in which there are
supplementary materials such as teachers' book, workbook,
audio cassettes, video cassettes, Cd, DVD, internet tools and the
like . In addition to these, most publishers offer other materials
such as posters, flipcharts, flash cards, puppet theatres, sample
exam sheets, etc .
